Science
In Science we will learn about objects and their purpose, naming the material that they are made from. We will explore a range of materials and describe their physical properties.

Math’s
In Math’s we will be following the Power Math’s scheme which the children will be familiar with.  Children learn fluency and mastery of numbers. Our focus: Place value and numbers within 100, length and height, weight and volume and fractions.


Physical Education
This term the children will be developing skills in throwing and catching, balance and dance. 
dance in gymnastics.  



English
In English this term we will begin by learning the features of journey stories. in preparation to write our own narratives. 
We will then link closely to our topic by writing instructions to tell people how to use public transport. Our poetry unit will be inspired by the alphabet. 
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Music
In Music we will be learning to handle instruments with control. We will create graphic notations to represent sounds as we perform our own sea soundscapes.  







PSHE
 In PSHE we are learning about ‘Dreams and Goals’ and ‘Healthy Me’. We will link to our core value of ‘ambition’ as we set goals for the future and plan how to achieve them. The children will also learn how to keep their bodies and minds healthy. 


History
In History we will learn about the history of transport, including cars, trains, aeroplanes and rockets. Children will learn about significant individuals such as Neil Armstrong, Bessie Coleman and Henry Ford.  

Geography
In Geography we will learn about the countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom. They will also learn about the features of rural, urban and coastal areas within the United Kingdom.  



Religion and Worldviews
To begin we will explore Christian and Jewish values by exploring the creation story.  In Autumn 2 will explore what questions the creation story might make us want to ask.



Computing
In Computing we will continue to learn how to keep safe online and the importance of online identity. We will cover this in PSHE frequently. The children will also develop the skills to create animated stories. 

Art & DT
In DT, the children will research lever and slider mechanisms ready to design, make and evaluate their own moving picture. In art, the children will explore and create 3D paper sculptures inspired by the artist Charlie McGee.
